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(Year-long class = 1 credit)
Course Description:

This course is designed to provide a solid skill base and understanding of the concepts in geometry through practice and the development of critical thinking in topics such as congruency, triangle relationships, polygons, surface area, volume, circles and arcs, and proofs.

Grading System:

Grades are cumulative and based on the following breakdown:

20% - Final

40% - Assessment (This will include tests as well as other forms of assessment)
40% - Practice (This will include notes, textbook work, some classwork, etc. )
The following cutoffs will be used to determine your final letter grade:

AAEC-RM is an “Early College High School” and does not accept any grade lower than a “C”.   This includes grades/credits from any college course.  Students who are enrolled in any college class and earn a letter grade lower than a “C” (or withdraw from a college course) will not receive credit for the class and will not be allowed to enroll in any extra college classes.
NOTE:  In order to keep everyone informed of their progress, you can access your student's grade on-line via Student/Parent Vue.  I update the grades weekly.  If you do not see a grade for an assignment check back in a day or so or leave me a message via email.  I will get back to you within 48 hours.  Please check with the front office for your password.
Classroom Expectations and Policies: 

Students will be able to demonstrate a clear and reliable understanding of key content areas. It will not be sufficient just to get the right answer on the final exam (although this will be required, as well). Each student’s grasp of the content requirements will also be observed in classroom discussions, computer lab activities, homework, classroom participation and attendance. Students must achieve a grade of “C” or better in this course in order to move on.  Grades are designed to reflect the level of proficiency a student demonstrates in several categories.
Homework/Computer:

Homework is assigned daily and should be completed or nearly completed within 2 days of finishing the section lecture.  I check in homework weekly and will record the homework as a zero if not turned in within the 2 days.  Any completed assignments, turned in within seven days, are considered on time.  Any work after this seven day period is considered late and will not be accepted according to the current school late work policy.
Assignments are generally worth 5 points for each section and homework is graded for completion. Work should be neatly written, stapled and each assignment easily identifiable or no credit will be given.

There may be periodic computer assignments throughout the semester.  These assignments will be in and out of class work.  Instructions and credit will vary depending on the length and depth of the assignment.

Test/Quizzes:

Quizzes are generally announced, but I reserve the option of giving a “pop” quiz.  Pop quizzes are usually open book and/or open note and sometimes take home.  Expect to have a quiz one to two times a week.  Many times these quizzes are homework quizzes (problems taken directly from the homework).  
Tests will be given, at the very least, at the end of every chapter and are cumulative.  Remember to show work:  NO WORK = NO CREDIT!   If a retake is available for a test, you will need to come in on your own time to retake exam and it will need to be done in a timely fashion.  I require you to make an appointment so that I can have the materials ready.

Notes/Classwork:

Come to class prepared to write in your notebook and have the video notes completed.  Be sure to date and label the section.  I collect the notebooks at the end of every chapter and assign points.  This notebook is also invaluable when you take your quizzes and work on assignments.  Keep it up to date and tidy.  If you miss class, get the notes from another student or go online and copy them.

Classroom Procedures:

Procedures will cover how to hand in papers, where to find daily assignments, what to do in an emergency, etc.  These will be discussed at the beginning of the school year.
Make-up Policy: 

Students may make up work missed as a result of absences or tardiness by coming in before or after school during Academic Tutoring (2:00-4:00 pm, Mon-Thur) or by turning in the completed work by the end of the week.  Every effort will be made to assist your child in becoming successful and earning the credit for the semester.  In addition, please check the calendar for Community Tutoring time on Tuesdays from 6:00 – 8:00 pm.


Late Work Policy:
NO CREDIT is awarded for missing an assignment deadline.  This includes homework, class work, bell work projects, quizzes/tests, etc.
Appeals Process for Late Work:
Arizona Agribusiness and Equine Schools are “Early College High Schools.”  Therefore, it is our belief that our students must be prepared to deal with situations that may arise from attending college.  One of these situations might include meeting with a college instructor to “petition” for accepted late work.  Although college instructors generally do not make provisions for accepting late work, there may be extenuating circumstances where they may reconsider and accept the late work for credit.

It is our commitment to help our students continue to evolve into successful and responsible citizens and learn a process whereby they are able to communicate effectively with both their high school and college instructors.  Consequently, the following process and procedure has been developed for students who have extenuating circumstances and need to make up academic work.
Attendance Policy:
Class participation is essential for success.  School attendance policies will be strictly enforced.  Students need to attend school every day.  Whenever possible, please schedule all appointments after the school day.  If a student must be absent due to illness or other substantial reasons, the parent must call the office at 480-854-1504.  Although the absence may be excused, excessive absence for any reason may negatively impact a student’s standing in the class and may also jeopardize success.
Tardies:

Being prompt is a key to success in life, work, and school.  Students are expected to arrive to every class on time and be ready to work when the tardy bell rings.  Students are solely responsible for being on time.  Excessive tardies will negatively impact a student’s grade in class.  Students who are tardy will sign-in on the classroom tardy sheet and be required to serve 15 minutes after school.  Failure to make up tardy time will result in further disciplinary action.
Classroom Consequences: With breaking rules, there are always consequences.  If you choose to break a rule, you may receive one of the following consequences: 

1. Warning 

2. Call home 

3. Conference with guardian 

4. After-school services 

5. Office referral 

Rules:

· Respect others, the instructor and yourself.

· No food, drink, OR GUM allowed in class except water (all food must be disposed of before entering the class).

· No sunglasses or hats worn in class. Any items worn after the start bell will be held to the end of the day.

· No cell phones, I-pods, MP3 players or other audio devices allowed.  This is school policy.

· Always be in your seat when the bell rings at the beginning and before it rings at the end of class.  No one will be released unless everyone is seated.

· Have pencil, paper, and any other materials ready at the start of the period.

· If it is written on the board you should write it in your notes.

Academic Integrity: 

Students at AAEC are expected to observe and maintain the highest academic, ethical, and professional standards of conduct.  Any student found guilty of academic misconduct shall be subject to disciplinary action.  Academic misconduct includes, but is not limited to, the following actions: cheating, academic
 dishonesty, plagiarism, unauthorized possession of materials, and unauthorized access to academic records.  If you are found guilty of academic misconduct you will receive a zero and will not be allowed to makeup or retake the test/assignment.
